As part of registration, a Child Care
Regulation Officer will inspect the premises.
A provisional certificate of registration is
issued on satisfaction of requirements. Once
registered, a Child Care Regulation Officer will
make periodic inspections of the premises
during the provisional period (i.e. Monitoring
visits) when the children are present.
